In November, after a public dispute between Mr.I®hand Unique Performance, and following lawsaigginst Unique
from customers who say they put down large depbsit:mever received their cars, the story tookwa tvést. Farmers
Branch police and Texas state officials raided Uaignd seized 61 cars in varying states of conoplet five sites.

The Farmers Branch police department said Uniqeer’'s were seized because authorities had learaeththcompany
might have altered the V.I.N's. Authorities suggeésthat Unique engaged in a practice known dg tiashing,” in which
salvage titles are cleansed of salvage statustitlyngethe cars in another state. Customers mightinaware that the donor
car for their GT500 Eleanor had been declareda kogs previously.

Both Mr. Shelby and Chip Foose, the prominent austar designer who had also licensed Unique tallmaits from his
designs, have severed their ties with Unique Pexdioice.

In less than five years, Unique Performance hadiesd) a high profile in the U.S. auto world witk 1967 GT 500
"Eleanor" Mustangs and 1966 GT 350SR Mustangss-itareated from scratch using the bodies ancthdatforms from
old '66 and '67 Mustang "donor" cars. It got ordersat least 225 over a five-year period, at @icanging from $100,000
to more than $200,000 each, but only about 119 tveile company officials say.

In a general response to the police accusationgiudriPerformance says that it holds titles or loiflsale for every car
seized in the raid, and that it had proceduresdbifying authorities when the company replaceddybpanel on a car that
contained a vehicle identification number. And wHilnique Performance acknowledges that financwatlpms slowed
the delivery of some customers' cars, the companghased "donor” cars so it could build every Magtéor which it had
a deposit.

The VIN number is stamped on sheet metal in twasane the engine compartment. If those panelsegiaced because of
an accident or rust, the VIN is often missing oe sitle of the car or both. Many of the 40-yeardddor cars had rust or
had been repaired over the years. When Uniqueaegla panel, it was supposed to advise the stadeitiad done, and
the state had a process for establishing the VIN.

Many of the 106 customers awaiting cars have ainentifferent complaint: They contend that Unig@erformance took
their deposits and never delivered their cars -ingaent, overhead and the wages of about 100 grptorather than
finishing the cars. Unique had taken in an estich&®0 million to $15 million in deposits.

Mr. Hasty denies the customers' allegations. Butdiegmowledges that financial problems at Uniquevsbbthe progress on
some customers' cars. "l have a vehicle for evieglesdeposit a customer has given us," he said.

Some Unique Performance customers are also suixasTaitomotive legend Carroll Shelby, whose comppagted a
license to Unique in September 2002 to call its/oéhcars "Shelbys." To complicate the situationjdue filed for
Chapter 7 bankruptcy protection in November, ataoweek after the police raid.

Mr. Hasty blamed financial setbacks for his compsfgilure to deliver cars on time.

About two years ago, Mr. Hasty said, he receive@@fines from Shelby that wouldn't run. Anotherc@ss that had been
sent to a Shelby facility in Las Vegas — wheregés's performed some of the sheet metal and body agopart of a job-
training program — "were built improperly," he said

Unique Performance was also trying to develop dlbytte-150 Ford pickup and was grappling with a laivever using
the Eleanor name from the movie.



"All of the revenue we received went into an opegfund,” Mr. Hasty said. "And when you're invoti/ith the engine
situation, fixing the cars that went to Shelby, eleping the F-150 and the lawsuits, you're lookih§1.8 million that we
had to spend real fast. That put us behind."

Shelby Automobiles has denied Mr. Hasty's assestioontending that Mr. Hasty never raised the exggor bodywork as
issues until recently. And Unique Performance wdtiety hired the Shelby official responsible for #rggine and bodywork
programs, Shelby officials say.

Prior to the seizure, Shelby Automobiles sent Masty and Unique Performance a notice terminatieg titcensing
agreement. Shelby Automobiles met with Unique Rerémce officials in June after learning that seiematomers were
suing the company because they had not receivadctrs.

"One of the reasons we didn't give the go-aheatth@fr-150 project was we got suspicious that thesewiaking money
from Customer A to pay for building Customer B's,taaid Neil Cummings, a Los Angeles attorney espnting Shelby
Automobiles. "That's when we told him [Mr. Hastliht he could not proceed until he had cleaned iggsttuation.”

Even now, many disgruntled Unique customers justtwizeir cars. And if Unique Performance can'twslithem, they
want Shelby Automobiles to intercede.

Carroll Shelby issued a statement in mid-Decembeugthe company. "Everyone at Carroll Shelby hgirg has been
disappointed by the recent events at Unique Motertthe holding company for Unique Performance, $tielby said.
"Doug Hasty continues to blame everyone else f@phdbblems when he should just look in the mirrdke sympathize
with those who paid Unique Motorcars and nevertigeir car. | want to assure them that not one difrteeir deposit
made its way to Carroll Shelby Licensing."

Mr. Hasty, meanwhile, says he has little hope btiiling his business. "We're in a horrible pl&des said, adding that he
was in the process of lining up $4.5 million frorfoaal investor when Unique Performance collapskd.a process I've
got to live through for the next two or three years
