WHMC Show Cmte Mtg Notes

Attendees:  T. Quick, D. Tipton, J. McDonald, J. Ruggles, J. & C. Johnson, R. Roth, C & E Parsons, R. Sciarrilla

Advertising – Johnny Ruggles accepted chair for this subcommittee.  

Group reviewed the show flyer.  It now has the MCA logo and is also up on the website now.  Donnie will mail to last years show attendees and club membership.  Johnny will supply Cruising Silsbee Ford entrants addresses to Donnie for mailing flyers.  Todd will email Roman Collins to get the Ford attendees to his last show in Lufkin.  Discussed sending flyers to other local clubs and to regional MCA clubs in TX/LA.

Johnny explained how the TV ad spots worked for CS.  They were around $7/commercial and it aired b/w 6am and 12 midnight for 10 days before the show.  He will get quotes to do something similar for our show.  A cameraman is $40/hr.  Audio is free.  We OK’d a budget of around $350 for this.  

He will inquire about radio spots on Cool 92.5 and Big Dog 106.

Group discussed whether or not to swamp the umpteen websites we have in the past and it was decided that this was not a good medium.  There are a few sites that J. Johnson will either post to or get the info for some one to post to.  We are already on the MCA website and this will translate into a print ad automatically.  Need to hit SE TX.com and a few other local.  We discussed the ad rates in Mustang Times for full/half page ads, but deemed this as unnecessary.

Ron Roth will visit with Kinsel’s and take them some show flyers.  Jason has our show flyer up on the website now.

Newspaper advertising rates a too high.  May consider a classified ad in the back.

Trophies - Chair Woods/Tipton

Group looked at reworked sign from last year.  Looks great.  This will save us close to $400.  Ronnie/Donnie have the balance of the needed signs on order from Garage Art.  There were no changes to car classes made.


Popular Vote – Cathy Johnson will manage this at the show.  She will handle the money/balloting/counting of both.  Trophy is being ordered and Todd will print ballots.

Judging – Chair - Todd Quick

Group agreed the 100 point form we have been using is still adequate for this show.  We will have approximately 6 judges pre selected from the club membership.  Ron Roth has volunteered to help.  We will need to have a separate judges meeting to do some pre-planning on how to handle the show field and possible contingency planning.

T-shirts/Dash Plaques – Chair - R. Woods.

T-shirt guy is committed for our date.  We have to present our art theme to him.  Also need to get current pricing for shirts/plaques.  They will get him to handle the Sponsor trophy/plaques again this year.  T-shirt sponsorships will be sold for $100.

Food – Tyler Co. Go-Texans have agreed to come again.  We will try to get them to do the breakfast burritos, and cut back on the salt.
Other vendors – Maybe on Triangle Speed shop again and Donnie was not sure if he would set up the Snap-On truck.  
50/50 – Co chairs Rachael Roth/Elizabeth Parsons

We will need to pick up more ticket rolls and gather up the rolls folks have leftover from last year.  The Quick’s have some and so do the Johnson’s.  A bucket/jar exists for putting tickets in.  Johnny Ruggles will see about having some fluorescent yellow t-shirts made up with “50/50” on them for the ladies to wear for increased visibility at the show.
DJ – Ron Roth

We have a contract with Donna Marx for our show.  We will need to provide her a typed sponsor listing for plugs during the show.  Would also be a good idea to have some plan for her to plug the Popular Vote, 50/50, silent auction, vendors, and door prizes as needed.

Door Prizes – we will ask the membership to provide 4 door prizes each

Silent Auction – Chair – Jason McDonald

We would like to get 5-7 good items for putting on the auction.  Donnie will see what he can offer up from his Snap-On inventory.  We will need to solicit membership for other items.  Need to discuss this at the next club meeting.

Entertainment/Games – group decided to table for this year.

Registration – Sue Quick, Kathy Woods, Donna Roth, Paula Tipton, Cathy Johnson

Parking – Still need a chair for this

We will need to limit access to the main parking area to that one by the registration table.  Last year some cars slipped in from the Toyota/Mazda side without being noticed.  Need to use member cars or cones to limit access.  Ron will speak with James McNutt about moving the inventory out of the way prior to show.  Trailer parking will be behind the Mazda bldg, with overflow at the church lot if needed.  We will not use nose/nose parking, but rather have all cars face into the pedestrian lanes.  Donnie Tipton will have a sign made up that says “Car Show Entrance” for placement at the main drive into the Ford bldg.  He will also have some additional (10) “Car Show This Weekend” signs made up.  
MCA coordination – Ron Roth/Todd

We should not need to get the MCA/Hagerty show policy.  We have not needed it in the past as Kinsel’s has assumed the liability.  Ron will discuss with James.  Once we get into February, we can order our 100 free MCA dash cards and other printed materials.  Todd Quick will handle this.

Logistics

Asked Ron if he could ask Kinsel about restoring power to some additional outlets around the parking area.  Todd Quick has 6 fiber drums with liners that can be used for trash containment.  They will need to be transported down on Friday night.  We will have a lot cleanup Friday night and need to be sure we leave the lot as clean or cleaner after the show.  Ron will confirm with Kinsel’s if we will have access to the Mazda bldg again this year.
